About The Discovery Team

Overview

The Discovery Team was initially established in 1994 as a ’not for profit’ community based regeneration consultancy. The company was incorporated in early 1997. It has three directors and currently employs four full-time and three part-time staff. Additionally the Discovery Team works with a range of associates and partner organisations.

For 10 years from 1994 the Discovery Team undertook a wide range of work in partnership with public, private and voluntary sector organisations. This included both short term contracts to develop strategy, run consultation exercises or develop partnerships, and longer term commitments as programme and project managers. Between 1996 and 2000 the Discovery Team were contracted as Local Programme Managers to deliver the Groundwork Foundation’s Vital Centres and Green Links SRB2 programme in Deptford and Greenwich. From 2000 to 2003 the Discovery Team were a partner in the Get Set for Citizenship SRB6 programme led by Magpie Resource Library / Hyde Plus.
